Lesson:

Christ Jesus is Real

here is a Heavenly Father. First, you have to believe

that there is a Creator. No matter what His name is or what

you believe His name is or what other people call Him, you

have to believe there is a Him or Her or It. (Gender is

something Father God created to suit us.) But I will go with

what the Scriptures ascribes to our Heavenly Father,

namely—Him.
